President’s Message… 
 
Hello Members and Friends 
 
I came across an interesting article about a series of quilts that had 
been made for Government House in Darwin.  Following a renovation of 
the dining room of the residence of the NT Administrator, it was found 
that the area was very noisy with the clatter of cutlery and voices.  To 
deaden the noise a decision was made to hang quilts on the wall and 
accordingly DPAQ was invited to make these quilts in 2005. “A series of 
5 quilts was designed, incorporating numerous aspects of Territory life 
and history and covering the entire length and breadth of the Territory 
from the desert country of Central Australia to the wetlands and 
escarpments of the Top End.”  There is a lot of detail in these 5 quilts 
and it is well worth having a look at these by simply Googling “Darwin 
Government Quilts”. 
 
Our sewing machine is such an important tool to us, something we rely 
on to work for us each time we sit down at it and when we do purchase 
a new one, sometimes paying a $1000 or more for it, we certainly 
expect it to perform according to the manufacturer‟s claims.   
Unfortunately, this is not always the case, as two of our members have 
found in recent times.  They both bought the same brand of machine 
and have had no end of trouble with their respective machines and little 
to no satisfaction from the retailers they bought them from.  If you have 
bought a machine in the last few years, we would appreciate hearing 
from you – make and model and whether or not you are happy with the 
machine and the service from the retailer, so that other members may 
hopefully avoid such problems. 
 
We have a few challenges on the go at present and I hope you are all 
getting into the spirit of them.  These are a wonderful opportunity to 
explore new methods or old, while not going to a large expense, either 
dollar wise or time wise.  These are an up to A3 size city skyline, 
postcard size “Anzac” and  third one based on children‟s story books  
through the Libraries of Hobson‟s Bay (details to be announced later). 
 
There‟s plenty happening within the group with active friendship groups, 
sit and sew sessions, challenges and the $2 workshop programme 
starting again next month (see details further on in this Newsletter) and 
by special request of members,  another Convergence style quilt class 
coming up in May – so stay tuned with needle poised and …

Sunrise Surprise 
Size: 16" 
*Fabric: Size & Shape: # to Cut: 

A (Dk. Blue) 4-1/2" Square 1 
A (Dk. Blue) 5-1/4" Square 2 
B (Red) 9-1/4" Square 1 
C (Green) 4-7/8" Square 2 
D (Yellow) 4-7/8" Square 2 
E (Cream) 4-7/8" Square 2 
E (Cream) 5-1/4" Square 3 
 
Sewing Instructions: 
Step 1: Using a ruler and a rotary cutter, cut two Color E (cream) 4-
7/8" squares, two Color C (green) 4-7/8" squares, and two Color D 
(yellow) 4-7/8" squares once diagonally.

Kim and I will be teaching sewing 
skills so that the women can make 
items which can be sold to 
generate an income. 
 
 Jill will be working to help with the 
organization of their community 
centre and marketing strategies to 
sell the products made.

Treadle sewing 
machines, 
technician costs 
for servicing and 
transporting of 
machines, costs of 
printing fabric, 
scissors etc.

Step 2: Using a ruler and a rotary cutter, cut three Color E (cream) 
5-1/4" squares, and two Color A (dk blue) 5-1/4" squares twice 
diagonally.. 
 

 
 
Step 3: Using a ruler and a rotary cutter, cut one Color B (red) 9-1/4" 
square, twice diagonally. 
 

 
 
Step 4: With right sides together, layer a Color E (cream) Step 2 
triangle on a Color A (dk. blue) Step 2 triangle. Stitch together using 
a 1/4" seam. Press the seam allowance toward the darker fabric and 
trim point. Repeat three more times for a total of four Color A/E 
quarter-square triangles. 

 
 
Step 5: With right sides together, layer a Color A (dk blue) Step 2 
triangle on a Color E (cream) Step 2 triangle. Stitch together using a 
1/4" seam. Press the seam allowance toward the darker fabric and 
trim point. Repeat three more times for a total of four Color E/A 
quarter-square triangles: 

 
 
Step 6: With right sides together and using a 1/4" seam allowance, 
sew a Step 5 triangle to the right side of a Color B (red) Step 3 
triangle as shown below. Press seam toward the Color B (red) 
fabric, trim points, and repeat on the left side. Press seam allowance 
toward the Color B (red) fabric and trim points. Repeat three more 
times for a total of four Color A/B/E flying geese units.

I asked one of our members, 
Joanna Richardson, to provide 
some information on the 1600‟s 
quilt she showed us at the last 
meeting.  This is her reply:

There are other sites if you google 
'1600 quilt' (1600 is 40 times 40 
inch strips, I guess, allowing for 
variances in fabric widths or a 
mitred join). 
 
Basically you take a jelly roll (or 
other collection of 40 x 2/12 inch 
strips, I used around 40 fabric 
width strips and around 5 half 
strips from fat quarters, and mitre 
join them into one strip (the 
Beaconsfield example uses a 
straight join but I think the mitre is 
a bit nicer). You bring the two ends 
together and sew along the long 
edge. You need to stop just before 
the end to cut the long strip in half, 
so you can finish sewing. You 
repeat this a number of times 
(bring the ends together and sew, 
but cut through half way across), 
until you have the right shaped 
quilt. Mine was around 3 inches 
wider that the jelly roll version. 
 
With the jelly roll you need to cut 
off the first 18 inches to randomise 
the alignment, but I did not do this 
as I had the 1/2 length strips, but 
this did cause some strips to line 
up on the first join but was not a 
problem overall. The finished 
length to width ratio seems better 
with the basic jelly roll, mine was a 
bit wider so I am adding top and 
bottom borders before a final all 
round border. 
 
It may also be better if you try to 
put the non-matching sides 
together after the first join, I did it 
both ways rather by accident 
without any ill effects. That is hard 
to explain in words but makes 
sense when you have the strips to 
look at. At some stage you wind up 
with both ends with a matching 
colour (say a green strip) on one 
side. Try not to match those sides.

MYSTERY BLOCK OF THE MONTH, continued 
 
Step 7: With right sides together, layer a Color E (cream) Step 1 
triangle on a Color D (yellow) Step 1 triangle. Stitch together using a 
1/4" seam. Press the seam allowance toward the darker fabric and 
trim points. Repeat three more times for a total of four Color D/E 
half-square triangles. 
 

 
 
Step 8: With right sides together, sew a Color E (cream) Step 2 
triangle to the left and right sides of the Color A (dk blue) 4-1/2" 
square. Press seam allowances toward the darker fabric and trim 
points. Next, sew a Color E (cream) Step 2 triangle to the top and 
bottom of the Color A (dk blue) 4-1/2" triangle as shown below. 
Press seam allowances toward the darker fabric and 
trim points.. 
 

 
 
Step 9: With right sides together, sew a step 1 Color C (green) 
triangle to opposite sides, as shown below. Press the seam 
allowance toward the Color C fabric and trim points. Repeat in the 
remaining two corners to finish the centre unit.

Step 10: Using the block image at the top of the page as your guide, 
arrange 
the nine block units. Sew them first into rows, pressing the seams of 
the top 
and bottom rows toward the center flying geese units and the seams 
of the 
middle row away from the center. Sew rows together to finish the 
block and 
press seams away from the center. 
 
Your block should measure 16-1/2" at this point. It will measure 16" 
when it is sewn into the quilt.
